The University Grants Commission (UGC) provides financial assistance to eligible colleges which are
included under Section 2(f)* and declared fit to receive central assistance (UGC grant) under Section 12
(B)™ of UGC Act. 1956 as per approved pattern of assistance under various schemes. The number of
colleges included under Section 2(f)/12(B) of UGC Act 1956 as on 31.3.2006 is 6014. Out of these, 5449
colleges have been declared eligible to receive central assistance, including UGC grants under Section
12(B)"" of UGC Act 1956. Remaining 565 colleges are recognized under Section 2(1) of UGC Act 1956
but not yet declared fit for receiving central assistance as they do not fulfill the conditions laid down for
such status.

* The UGC had notified Regulations for recognition of colleges under Sectlion 2(f) of the UGC Act,
1856. The colleges are brought under the purview of UGC in terms of these Regulations as and when the
proposals are received from the colleges for inclusion under Section 2(f) and they are found fit for
inclusion as per the provisions contained in the Regulations.

** Apart from inclusion of colleges under Section 2(f), the UGC includes the Colleges under Section
12(B) of its Act in terms of Rules framed Under the Act. This makes the colleges eligible for central

assistance from the Government of India or any organization receiving funds from the Central
Government.

The Foundation Society of a College shall be responsible for providing the
necessary funds for the maintenance and upkeep of the College unto the standard
required by the University.

No employee of the College except an honorary or part-time teacher who is paid an
honorarium shall be an office bearer or member of the Foundation Society .

(i) The Foundation Society of every College shall deposit Endowment

Fund in accordance with the scale given below with the University in the
form of Fixed Deposit Receipts in the joint names of the ~ Registrar ~ and  the
College.

(i)  3.2.2 (Regulation-129)

The College shall satisfy the University that adequate financial provision is
available for running the college for at least three years without any aid from any
external source in particular; it shall produce evidence of creating and maintaining a
Corpus Fund permanently in the rame of the college by way of irrevocable
Government Securities of Rs. 15 lakh per programme, if the college proposes to
conduct programme ‘only-inArts. Science —and commerce, Rs. 35 lakh per
programme or as prescribed by the relevant Statoutory/ Regulatory body, if it
proposes to offer professional programmes, or FDRs for like amounts jointly held by
the college and the University for a'minimum lock in period of three years. The
interest accrued out of it may be utilized by the college with the prior permission of
the University for strengthening.

(iii) 3.3 (Regulation-129)

The Regulation Society/ Trust in justified exceptional cases may be allowed
to start the college for the first year of the programmes in a readily available
building, with the condition that all other academic and administrative
requirements are satisfied under the Regulation and the college shall
complete the buildings per para 4.4.6 and other requirements cited in the
detailed project report by the end of the second year and the college is moved
completely to the proposed permanent building by the beginning of the third
year, failing which the college shall not be granted renewal of temporary
affiliation until the college moves to the permanent buildings. Under no
circumstances, extension of time for this movement to the permanent
building shall be granted by the University beyond five years.

(i) Where any action is taken by the Executive Council under the foregoing

The Foundation Society shall have the following powers, namely:

(@  to appoint the first Principal and other member of the teaching staff of the

Provided that if the Foundation Society does not communicate to the
Governing Body its observation on the Annual Estimates of Income and
Expenditure of the College within sixty days. on its submission by the
Governing Body it will be presumed that the Foundation Society has no
observations to make on the Annual Estimate and the Governing Body may
proceed to consider and approve the Annual Estimate with or without
reductions.

(¢) toappoint the Auditors of the College from out of a panel of names approved
by the Registrar of Firms and Societies.




(e)  to call _for information regarding the functioning of the College from the
F}ovemmg Body and to suggest to the Governing Body measures for the
improvement development of the College

Provided that the Foundation Society shall not interfere with the day
to day administration of the Colleges.

(2) In case of any difference of opinion between the Foundation Society and the
Governing Body any of them may refer the matter to the Executive Council whose

decision shall be binding.

In case the College is maintained and run by a individual the obligations and powers of
the Foundation Society shall vest in such individual.
